CLASS DESCRIPTION

In this class, students will use clay sculpting as a mode of (re)connection with the earth.
Emphasis will be placed on the Mexican holiday of Dia de los Muertos (Day of the
Dead), with time for exploring one's own ancestral relationship to cultural holidays.
Students will bring their imagination and voice to the medium of clay while learning
sculptural techniques.

What to Expect:

This workshop will begin with a gallery visit to view objects in the museum's
collections on display. Following this, students will research, sketch, and plan
their vision for a Dia de los Muertos sculpture and build a paper armature. The
remaining time will be spent on working with clay, sculpting, and finally
painting.

Educator:

Cal Duran is an artist and art educator focusing on connecting with his
ancestors from an Indigenous and Latinx background. His work often explores
parallels between hybrid identities found in myth, religion, and ritual. Duran has
shown altars, installations and artwork in museums and galleries throughout
the Denver Metro area and beyond. He continues to honor his ancestors and
recently created a room at Meow Wolf in Denver, honoring the indigenous tribes
of Colorado and the Americas.

About:

The Ruby Red Workshop is a dedicated space for Creative Classes and adult
programs located on the first floor of the DAM's Martin Building. You can
expect a traditional style art workshop with tables and four-legged chairs with
backrests. There are a variety of other seating options available. Sinks, soaps,
paper towels, and waste receptacles are accessible in the workshop. Restrooms
are located in the elevator bay just outside the workshop entrance. Food and
beverages are allowed inside the workshop space, please ensure that you do not
enter any galleries with these items.

Each class is different and does not follow a strict or set structure, but will
generally include instructor presentations and demonstrations, class gallery
visits to view artworks in the DAM collections, individual work time supported by
class instructor and assistant, and discussion or share-out time of finished
works and works-in-progress.
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Cleanup:

Please remove all artworks from the classroom at the end of each class. If wet
paintings or in-progress artworks need to be stored in the classroom, there is
limited storage on drying racks and in the equipment closet. Students must take
home their own materials after each class. Please ensure that art supplies and
equipment belonging to the DAM are put back in the appropriate locations.
Sponges, paper towels, and cleaning solution are provided in the classroom for
cleanup.
